	Discussion:
	Distracted Driving, General injury prevention awareness for parents of all ages

	· On September 22, Cyndy and Shonette attended the Summit for Childhood Injury Prevention in Minnesota. New trends in injuries include suffocation and poisoning.  Parents are often not aware of the dangers their teen may be exposed to (fainting game, dangers of prescription medications, bullying and suicide).  
· Distracted Driving – The committee investigated programs already in place in their communities.  Hudson schools/driver education programs partner with Regions having guest speakers, the SADD organization, and participate in a mock crash every three years.  Amery participates during the summer driver education classroom training with the sheriff's department. Osceola and Ellsworth programs discuss driving dangers as part of the classroom training.
· Since the distracted driving topic is already covered in many communities in various ways, the committee decided to explore targeting parents of children by developing a educational "booklet" to include current information about dangers that their children are exposed to.  A goal to develop the booklet during the first quarter of 2012 and to have a finished product by July 2012 was made.  The committee will request funding for a total of 6000 printed booklets for 2012, with the goal of making the booklet available electronically on various websites, including WC-RTAC's.

	· Cyndy contacted Libbe Levine, Wisconsin Safe Kids Coalition Coordinator and presented documents to review for applying to be a coalition.  Benefits to being a coalition could be increased access to resources, being affiliated with a state and national organization.  Concerns would be the ability to maintain the requirements needed each year.  The committee reviewed the application and found we were already successfully accomplishing approximately 80% of the requirements of an active coalition.  The committee approved continued pursuit of becoming a Safe Kids Coalition, and to invite Libbe to a meeting to explain benefits.  See attachments and action items.
· Cyndy also presented the idea of pursuing collaborations with community agencies who may also be holding injury prevention events or initiatives.  The committee agreed this would be beneficial to our organizations and our goals to provide injury prevention to our communities.
