WC-RTAC Injury Prevention Minutes

June 15, 2007 minutes approved.
Pat McCauley presented a draft of the Geriatric Falls Prevention Pilot Program.  This would be a 1- 3 year pilot program with WC-RTAC and Regions Hospital.  It will have measured outcomes. The point of entry into the program is the ER.  A patient would be identified as at risk for fall during the ER visit.  3-4 screening questions would be asked and the answers would point you down the right road in the algorhythm.  The program components were discussed.  The Geriatric Falls Prevention team includes a lead physician, clinical nurse specialist (optional), pharmacist (optional), & social worker. Physical and occupational therapy would provide gait and balance screening.  An osteoporosis and nutritional screenings would be done. An environmental survey on the patient’s house would also need to be completed.  Grants from local foundations would need to be applied for to fund the program.  The group then discussed the next steps that need to be taken:  define the age “elderly”, define a site coordinator for each community, define how patients will be identified in each community, and define how patients will be tracked.  The group defined the age of the elderly as greater than 60.  Please email or phone Pat with feedback on the program.  There is a similar program in Dane County, Wisconsin called the SAFE Program and also a website for a program in Canada.
Craig Doporcyk informed the group he is developing outreach school programs on safety.  He is using the Risk Watch Program to develop 20 minute programs for 1st thru 4th graders in Cumberland schools.  Craig will give an update and provide a template of his program for our next meeting.
Lynn provided an update on Injury Prevention activities for 2007.  Please see attached sheet.  Please email the number of participants in your events to Lynn.  We will look at participation numbers to evaluate our activities at the next meeting.
Nicole Gullickson suggested having car seat safety program in prenatal classes.

Cyndy Bayer shared an IP idea on a gun lock program.  It was suggested to her by a site reviewer as an easy Injury prevention program.  Please see the attached email regarding this program.
