WC-RTAC Injury Prevention Minutes
February 13, 2009

October 17, 2008 minutes approved.
The first agenda item was car seat safety.  The group expressed the need for certification/recertification class for car seat technicians.  We have 2 senior checkers but are lacking certified technicians.  Shonette said that Regions will be hosting a certification class in April that we could send interested staff to.  Shonette will send info on the class to the group.  Nicki expressed interest in becoming a senior checker thru Safe Kids.  She is a certified senior checker thru the state of Wisconsin now.  Shonette will check on this and get back with Nicki.  Shonette also said that Regions would be willing to hold a technician class in Western Wisconsin.  And, Regions is willing to help with car seat checks in Western Wisconsin.  The hospitals need to provide Shonette a date for their event.  Kelly suggested having a planning checklist on what the host of the car seat check is responsible to provide.  Nicki will compile a checklist for us to use.  Nicki is working on getting the items for car seat kit.  The group decided that the host of the check would provide 3 convertibles and 2 boosters. 
 Nicki suggested keeping the receipt on the seats so we could take back any unused seats.    Shonette will check on donations for car seats.  The following is a list of tentative dates for car seat checks:  June-Osceola, early September-Hudson, end of September-Westfields, Amery-DTA, St. Croix Falls-DTA.   Nicki will not be available in June or July due to maternity leave.  Congrats Nicki!
The group also would like to continue with bike safety.  Tom suggested buying helmets as a group to get better pricing.  Lynn states that Helmet R Us increased their pricing for 2009. The following is a list of tentative dates for bike rodeos:  May 16th-New Richmond, May 9th-Hudson, May-St. Croix Falls, Osceola-DTA, Amery-DTA.
Pat summarized that the IP Committee would like to continue with bike and car seat safety.  But, we need funding since the state will no longer provide the RTACS money for this.  Pat suggested developing a template of a letter for us to use when seeking funding.  Pat also stated he was approached by a banker from Luck, Wisconsin who is interested in providing grant money.
Next, the group discussed the Geriatric Falls Program.  Pat stated that Dr. McGonigal gave a presentation at River Falls Hospital earlier in the month.  Regions is still offering to do presentations at hospitals to jump start the Falls Program.  Shonette presented a spread sheet to help give us a snapshot of where each individual hospital is at with the program.  Shonette encouraged hospitals that are having

trouble getting the program started or don’t have the infra structure to support the program to let Regions know.  They are willing to help in any way that they can.  Hospitals present gave an update of where they are at with the Falls Program.  St Croix Area Medical Center is in the process of changing their falls policy.  They are going to do a Morris Falls Scale Sheet on inpatients and outpatients who are >65 no matter what their diagnosis are. If the patient has a high risk, he/she will be referred to PT for further follow up.  The follow up from PT is still in development stages.  The patients will also receive logicare discharge instructions on falls.  Osceola Medical Center is having difficulties getting the program started.  Kelly is getting push back from the PT department on implementing the program.  Kelly wants Regions to do a presentation.  Amery Area Medical Center has its program up and running thru the PT department.  No data has been reported yet.  Hudson Hospital & Clinics hopes to start their program in March.  St. Croix EMS to help with home evals.  Lynn is waiting for Dr. Severson to return from maternity leave before starting the program.  Shonette presented an updated data collection tool form.  Kelly suggested putting this info into an excel spreadsheet.  Shonette will develop and send to the group.  Shonette wants data submitted quarterly.  Pam will be the test pilot for the spread sheet.  She will submit data once Shonette gets her the spread sheet.
Last, the hospitals listed their IP activities/projects for 2008.  Please see attached sheet for information.  Lynn will email those not present to get their information.
