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1. The minutes of the meeting held September 21 were reviewed and approved.
2. Introductions were made at the beginning of the meeting.
3. Financial Report: Sara requested ideas for the next FY budget. Anyone who has suggestions should send out on the listserv. These requests will be reviewed by the Executive committee and brought to the next meeting for consideration.

4. RTAC Coordinator Report: Tammi reported that the first site review seminar was held, and the second one is scheduled for December 7. The reception to these seminars has been positive. 

PEPP training info has been sent to all EMS. Anyone who has not seen the information may contact Tammi. (There were some in the group who did not receive the email, so Tammi will resend.)

Any hospital looking for RiskWatch reimbursement should send the PO to Tammi.

When there is inclement weather and the upcoming meeting needs to be canceled, it will be determined the day before the scheduled meeting. A message will be left on the following number if a meeting has been cancelled: 715-760-1303.

5. Marianne’s Report: The trauma registry committee is working on a TOPICS 

Course. The course will be held in February. Each RTAC is asked to pay $500 to defray the cost of the class. We will hopefully be able to send a t least 1 person from each hospital to the class.

The PI template is in for final approval on December 6. The template includes recommendations on how to do PT within the RTAC.

The pre-site review questionnaire is now on the WTAC website for those hospitals who have not seen it.

ATLS/CALS/RTTDS review: level 4 hospitals can waive the ATLS or CALS in favor of using RTTDS. Level 3 hospitals must have physicians who are ATLS  certified. If the physician is boarded in EM or surgery, ATLS is only required one time. Hospitals can check with the American College of Surgeons to verify certification. CALS no longer required the 3rd lab day for certification.
Marianne plans to begin a weekly email update to the RTAC.

Level 3 hospitals that have surgeons who cover call in more than one hospital must have a backup surgeon available. There was discussion at this time. Marianne encouraged everyone with opinions or concerns to attend the December STAC meeting.

6.  Emergency Preparedness Committee Report: The committee has not yet met. It                  was recommended that someone from EMS take over this committee.
6. Performance Improvement Committee: The current form was updated and introduced to the group. Tammi will put the new form out on the listserv tomorrow for use. She will also be mailing out hospital and service reports this week. If the form has been sent into the coordinator office but is not completed, The committee is still considering offering case reviews in the future.

7. Injury Prevention: The committee reported their charter is done. Lynn Nelson form Hudson is chairing the committee.
8. Meeting time/place: Greg Carlson (WITC) is working on the process of televising meetings. Craig asked that member who feel they would benefit from this option please contact him. It will cost money to put the system in some facilities.

9. MCI bags: Most of the services have their bags. Any service who has not received a bag should be in contact with Craig.

10. Debi Peters discussed the trauma registry process. 1600 records have been entered since the level 3 & 4 hospitals began reporting. The WARDS (Wisconsin Ambulance Runs Data System) and Collector (Wisconsin Trauma Registry) do not “talk” to each other. At this point, it will take some $$$ to get these 2 systems to work together. Some EMS services are going back to base to write out run sheets and then distribute to hospitals. This does create a problem with continuity of care, and registry reporting. There was a discussion of how to make the WARDS work for both parties, possibly by having printer, internet access, etc at hospitals. There will be ongoing information about the process.
There was no other business and the meeting was adjourned.
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
