1. Financial Report

The financial report was not available. There has been some confusion with the state and the new fiscal agent 
2. Coordinator’s report

· There are budget problems at the state level. The WI coordinators were called in to Madison to discuss how the money the RTACs receive can be spent. Initially the RTACs were under HRSA, then under DHFS, and are now being put back under WHEPP (formerly HRSA0/ Under HRSA the $50,000 was designated to go to the RTAC for their use. According to the current state reps, the RTAC coordinators were supposed to be paid by the state, with no money going to the RTAC.
· At the January stakeholders meeting there was discussion about the financial responsibility for the RTACs. The coordinators informed the STAC that we should have been advised how to spend the money; all RTACs are basically spending it the same way. The STAC has informed the RTACs to continue on as they have until further notice.

· Craig reported we also need to work on our objectives for this quarter. They need to be completed by May 1.

· A trauma coordinator had been hired but has since resigned. Joyce Anderson will be the temporary trauma coordinator.

· Question form the group was raised as to who needs to belong to an RTAC. Craig reported that hospitals must declare; the others are voluntary.
