3. Committee Reports

Executive Committee

The executive committee met prior to this meeting. They have set aside some of the RTACs $$$ for presentations to the members of the WCRTC. The committee has asked that the website be a clearinghouse for listing car seat certifiers and schedules for safety checks. It was also suggested that we invite Mary Waters to the executive committee meeting in May.

2. Glidescope presentation

Representatives from the Verathon Corporation demonstrated the glidescope, discussed its use in the pre-hospital and hospital settings, and allowed members to trial the glidescope on mannequins.
