West Central RTAC Meeting

January 17, 2008

River Falls, Wisconsin

1. The meeting was called to order by President Craig Nelson.

2. Attendees introduced themselves. Leslie Becker reported that NMMC has been recertified as a level 1 trauma center.

3. The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed prior to the meeting. There were no corrections or additions so the minutes were approved as written.

4.  Nominations and Elections. There were 4 positions that were open for elections for 2008; president, hospital director, secretary and director-at large. The following people were nominated and accepted the nomination for the position: Craig nelson, President, Sara Rose, Hospital Director, Mary Erickson Secretary and Rose Keubker, Director at Large. No other persons were nominated so the nominations were closed. Each person was unanimously elected to their listed position.
5. WCRTAC coordinator report: Joshua reported on the new state initiative to perform PI and report the results of the key indicators for the end of 2007 through 2008. Josh asked that hospitals and services complete the PI indicators form from July 2007 till December 2007. Joshua will need the information for second ½ of 2007 by February 2, 2008.

Discussion centered on what trauma should be reported; is it the criteria we as an RTAC define, or what the state trauma registry requires be entered by the hospital. Joshua stated the discussion we are having was the same as the other RTAC coordinators had at the last STAC. Joshua and Craig will attend the next STAC
 and get a better definition of indicators. This information will be sent to RTAC members.

6. Financial Report: We currently have $33,500 available for expenses. Lyn will send a paper report to Josh to send out on the list serve.

7. Committee Reports:

Injury Prevention: Lynn Nelson reported on the fall prevention program that the committee has been involved with. She reviewed the project and requested that the RTAC support continuation of the committee direction to do fall prevention for the elderly. Falls are the second leading cause trauma in the elderly in our three counties. Dr McGonigal has been working with the group, bringing information from Regions fall prevention program. The project will include screening for gait, osteoporosis, and hospital admissions for falls. The second part of the program will include EMS assessment of the patient’s home situations. After discussion, the group voted to support the program as outlined. 
8. Emergency Preparedness:  Chuck Mells reported on plans for the committee, which include a communications exercise, training and funding possibilities from the OJA. The following RTAC members have joined the committee: Chuck Mells, Sandy Reed, Ann Clafin, Jeff Rixman, Craig Nelson, and representatives from Red Wing Fire, Cumberland EMS and Osceola EMS.
9. There was no other business and the meeting was adjourned.
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
